A particular highlight took place when | was with one of the
inspectors and a Year 10 pupil passed us and declared, ‘isn’t it a fine morning today, Mr
McGregor?’ This does not reflect our normal conversations but they were pulling out all the stops
to support me and the school.

We strive to do the best for your children, but
we are in no way perfect and | am very aware that at times, we can get things wrong. Yet,
through the highs and lows of school life, you stand beside us, working in partnership for our
incredible children. | will never forget your messages of support, contributions to parent surveys,
conversations with the inspection team and the encouragement that you have given us this week.
